(DMSB) on behalf of its competitor Vitaphone Racing Team Bartels Motor + Sport
GmbH , car N°2, crew Jamie Davies/Thomas Biagi, against decision N°30 handed
down by the Panel of the Stewards of the Meeting on 28 May 2006 during the event
run at Brno (Czech Republic) on 28 May 2006 and counting towards the 2006 FIA GT
Championship;

WHEREAS in a letter dated 9 June 2006, the DMSB announced, on behalf of its
competitor Vitaphone Racing Team Bartels Motor + Sport GmbH, that the latter was
withdrawing its appeal;

WHEREAS this withdrawal was not contested either by the FIA or by any other
party;
